1s permitted per day, two smaller meals may be taken which
together would not equal a full meal. No other food may be
taken. On Ash Wednesday and a// Fridays in Lent, abst-
nence from meat is binding on those aged 14 and above. All

days of Lent (not Sundays) are days of penance.
